What Do My Footprints Reveal? 

My steps have held fast to Thy paths. My feet have not slipped. 
Psalm 17:5, New American Standard Bible 

When I was in 5th grade, I discovered a series of mystery books featuring a 

clever teenager, Nancy Drew. The young "sleuth," as she was quaintly called, 

didn't have the sophisticated investigative tools modern detectives use -- she 

followed fairly obvious clues, like footprints. 

But footprints reveal a lot. I wonder if my footprints would convince Nancy 

that I am a follower of the Lord Jesus Christ?  What does my "walk" -- the 

steps I take in my daily life -- reveal about me?
