Ephesians 4:1-3 - "I implore you to walk in a manner worthy of the calling with which 

you have been called with all humility and gentleness, with patience showing tolerance 

for one another in love, being diligent to preserve the unity of the Spirit in the bond of 

peace."  

  

Colossians 1:10 - "...that you will walk in a manner worthy of the Lord, to please Him in 

all respects, bearing fruit in every good work and increasing in the knowledge of God."

    *    Are we comfortably settled into our entrenched habits, our time -wasters, our love 

for entertainment and relaxation? Or can those who know us see glimmers of 

repentance, steady growth into godliness, and spiritual gifts at work for the good of 

others? 

    *    Do we cling to meaningless traditions, familiar patterns of thought, self -imposed 

limitations from our background, our guilt, our "baggage?" Or do we believe that "if 

anyone is in Christ, he is a new creature; the old things passed away; behold, new things 

have come" (2 Corinthians 5:17).  

    *    Are we confusing onlookers by dissonance between what we proclaim and ho w we 

perform? Or are we blazing a clear trail for others to follow onto the pathway of life?
