How to Be Perfect - Part //

Death and life are in the power of the tongue, and those who love it will eat its fruit. -
Proverbs 18:21.

Your tongue devises destruction, like a sharp razor, O worker of deceit. You love evil
more than good, falsehood  more than speaking what is right. You love all words that
devour, O deceitful tongue. - Psalm 52:2-4, New American Standard Bible.

James, who teaches us the value of undergoing trials as a route to perfection, reveals
another key by pointing to the mo st troublesome member of the human body: the tongue.
James 3:2 says, "For we all stumble in many ways. If anyone does not stumble in what he
says, he is a perfect man, able to bridle the whole body as well."

Keeping a close rein on our tongues is vital for progress toward Jesus' challenge: "...be
perfect, as Your Heavenly Father is perfect" (Matthew 5:48). He also states in Matthew 1:36 -
37: "But | tell you that every careless word that people speak, they shall give an accounting
for it in the day of jud gment. For by your words you will be justified, and by your words you
will be condemned."

We have all experienced "little deaths" when gossip and slander are spoken against us.
Relationships have been killedwhen people we trust have broken vows or broken confidences.
We've made poor decisions, or rendered bad judgments, or ridden emotional roller coasters
when someone has lied to us.

We've all been discouraged by complaints, unfulfilled promises, disrespectful words, angry
curses. We know how true it is that words can leave deeper and longer-lasting hurts than can
"sticks and stones."

Chances are, we've also participated in those evil uses of the tongue.

Yet God entrusted us with the dangerous gift of speech because we can do life-enhancing,
life-saving -- even life-giving -- work with it. Praising Him and engaging in prayer, for example;
teaching and encouraging each other, provoking the healing power of laughter and merriment;
interceding for others with God and with men; speaking truth to steer a friend away from a
bad path; using a "soft answer" to de -fuse anger; asking and granting forgiveness; solving
problems through thoughtful discussion -- proclaiming the Gospel!
