How to Be Perfect - Part IV

....AIm for perfection, listen to my appeal, be of one mind, live in peace. And the
God of love and  peace will be with you. 2 Corinthians 13:11, New International Version.

In the above verse, Paul reminds us that perfection is the goal.

James 1:2-4 teaches that trials are the means God uses to spur our growth into perfection -
- gouges of His chisel, if you will, to point out and pluck out imperfections of character.

James 3:1-2 highlights the tongue as a barometer of progress toward perfection -- use or
curtailment of that "unruly member" can cause great harm or great good among our hearer s.

Submitting our bodies -- hands and feet, minds and mouths, muscles and energy -- to walk
out the teachings of Christ perfects our faith. James 2:21 -23 describes Abraham's offering
Isaac on the altar as an example of faith and action working togethe r.

So: a welcoming response to trials, diligent oversight of the tongue, coupling action with
belief -- all these are individual pursuits of perfection.

But our call is much deeper.

Paul tells us in Colossians 3:1214: Therefore, as God's chosn people, holy and dearly
loved, clothe yourselves with compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness and patience. Bear
with each other and forgive whatever grievances you may have against one another. Forgive
as the Lord forgave you. And over all these virtues put on love, which binds them all together
n perfect unity.

How we get along with each other, how we work through disagreements, how we forgive
one another's offenses is the real labor of our call to perfection. Jesus prayed for us in John
17:22-23 (New American Standard Bible): And the glory which Thou hast given Me | have
given to them, that they may be one, | in them, and Thou in me, just as We are one; that
they may be perfected in unity, that the world may know that Thou didst send Me, and didst
love them, even as Thou didst love Me.
