Wonõt you take up the challenge posed to us by Rev. Story in his sermon, òSuppose 

that for the next 3 months, each of us, committed ourselves entirely to doing 

everything we could to grow deeper in Christ, and made every decision toward 

improving our walk with the Lord and feeding our nephesh (your relationship with 

Jesus).

How to Be Perfect -  Part V  

    And by this we know that we have come to know Him, if we keep His 

commandments. The one who says, "I have come to know Him," and does not keep 

His commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him; but whoever keeps His 

word, in him the love of God has truly been perfected. By this we know that we are 

in Him:  the one who says he abides in Him ought himself to walk in the same 

manner as He walked.  -  I John 2:3 -6, New American Standard Bible.  

  

    In ranking the commandments (Matthew 22:38), Jesus said the greatest is to love God with 

all that is in us, and a second "like it" is to love people as we love ourselves.  

    In John 13:34-35, Jesus directed a higher charge to His Church: A new commandment I 

give to you, that you love one another, even as I have loved you , that you also love one 

another. By this all men will know that you are My disciples, if you have love for one another . 

    What gets in the way of love for both God and man is our greater love for self -gratification. 

I Peter 1:22 encourages us to pursue holiness -- ridding our hearts of wrong desires -- to allow 

love to flow outward: Since you have in obedience to the truth purified your souls for a sincere 

love of the brethren, fervently love one another from the heart.  

    The call to love other people, even those who are also "enrolled in the program," is 

daunting, however, until we read Jesus' teaching in John 15:3 -4: You are already clean 

because of the word which I have spoken to you. Abide in Me, and I in you. As the branch 

cannot bear fruit of itself, u nless it abides in the vine, so neither can you, unless you abide in 

Me. 

    We are organically attached to the Lord Jesus Christ, the Source of genuine love. Nurturing 

our unity with Him assures that love is perfected in us.  

    Andrew Murray, in his classic book, Abide in Christ, says, "The whole Christian life depends 

on the clear consciousness of our position in Christ."
