Relationship Resistance - Part 2

You shall not take vengeance, nor bear any grudge against the sons of your
people, but you shall love your neighbor as yourself; I am the Lord. - Leviticus 19:18.

The stranger who resides with you shall be to you as the native among you, and
you shall love him as yourself, for you were aliens in the land of Egypt: I am the
Lord your God. - Leviticus 19:34, New American Standard Bible

The Lord Jesus said that loving God with all the heart, soul and mind is the foremost and
great commandment. Then He added, The second is like it. "You shall love your neighbor as
yourself. On these two commandments depend the whole Law and the Prophets” (Matthew
22:39-40).

One way the second is "like it" is in its difficulty. Our fallen human nature is even more
resistant toward loving other people with fallen natures that it is to loving a perfect, holy God.

And Jesus wasn't talking about loving from afar -- sending "thinking of you" cards, or
transferring a neighbor's needs to the church prayer chain. Jesus' example of the Good
Samaritan, who unstintingly helped a wounded stranger, broadened the definition of "Who is
my neighbor?"

But -- love someone else as I love myself? Give his needs equal importance with my own?

We have to battle fear of getting involved, reluctance to lose time, control, money or
energy. That looks too much like sacrifice -- like "laying down my life." Hmmm.

We are commanded to love because we have already been loved by One Who could
righteously have taken vengeance against us -- against our indifference, our rebellion, our
repeated disobedience. One Who could have borne a King-sized grudge against us for the
ways we mistreat each other -- those other people He loves.

Instead, He laid down His life for us.

When we move toward the life God intends for us -- a no-holds-barred relationship with
Him -- He pours His genuine love into every selfish spot we are willing to empty, until His love
spills over into all the lives we touch.
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Did You Know?
All the food deposited in the baskets located near each door to the Sanctuary is given

to (359 de Peregrinos (House of Pilgrims), our area’s emergency food bank.

Casa de Peregrinos is a non-profit emergency food program designed to provide basic,
nutritional food boxes and a supportive atmosphere to individuals and families unable
to purchase nutritional groceries due to an emergency or unforeseen crisis. It is not
an indefinite source of relief.

The original Casa de Peregrinos began in La Mesa, a small community south of Las
Cruces, in 1979. After several subsequen’c moves, Casa de Peregrinos settled into its
present Las Cruces location in the Community of Hope complex on Amador Avenue.

Many of Casa de Peregrinos clients are waiting for food stamps, other benefits, their
first paycheck or have some other crisis that has caused a lack of food. Most clients
are referred by community and social agencies including HELP, Human Services,
Community Action Agency, local federal offices, hospitals, churches, and schools.
Many clients are from Las Cruces, but food is also supplied to pantries in the
communities of Anthony, Mesquite and Sunland Park.

Casa de Peregrinos is a United Way agency and receives some funding from the
organization; other monetary support is obtained from Federal Emergency
Management Adgency (FEMA) public grants. But they depend almost entirely on
donations from individuals, businesses, churches, and service organizations.

In these tough times, it’s particularly important that we do what we can to help those
in our community who might be struggling. So please remember to bring your
nonperishable food items and drop them in the baskets as you enter church on
Sunday morning.
