    We who are accustomed to abounding are likely to lose our "Thanksgiving spirit" when we 

suffer loss or pressure or inconvenience. We are easily downcast. 

    St. Paul revealed in Philippians 4:11 that he learned to be content in all circumstances. 

Despite staggering adversities, he gave thanks continually. 

    In Ephesians 5:20, he instructs that we should always give thanks to God the Father for 

everything, and in I Thessalonians 5:16-17, he directs, Be joyful always, pray continually, give 

thanks in all circumstances, for this is God's will for you in Christ  Jesus. 

    James also advises us (chapter 1:2-4) to rejoice o ver the trials we undergo, knowing that 

they will accomplish the work of perfecting us.  

    God's primary concern is not the condition of our pantries, or our bank accounts, or the 

hours we can claim for leisure, but the condition of our hearts.  

    A grateful heart is a trustworthy heart, unswayed by greed, jealousy, worldly ambitions, or 

inordinate affections.
