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View From the Pew

"Everybody is Equal"  
     For by one Spirit we were all baptized into one body, whether Jews 
or Greeks, whether slaves or free, and we were all made to drink of one 
Spirit.  I Corinthians 12:13.  

     For all of you who were baptized into Christ have clothed yourselves 
with Christ. There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither slave nor 
free man, there is neither male nor female; for you are all one in Christ 
Jesus.  -  Galatians 3:27 -28.  

     There is one body and one Spirit, just as also you were called in  one 
hope of your calling; one Lord, one faith, one baptism, one God and 
Father of all who is over all and through all and in all.  -  Ephesians 4:4 -
6, New American Standard Bible.  

    Just before Christmas, a new friend stated that she had looked into the  major 
religions and found Christianity the most appealing because "everybody is 
equal." 

    On New Year's Day, I stood on the bank of the Jordan River during a tour of 
Israel, and thought of her comment.  

    On previous days, our tour group had visited Roman sites built with slave 
labor. No doubt many "less equal" lives were forfeited to satisfy the extravagant 
desires of the "more equal."  

    Some religious sites we could see from afar were closed to women. 

    But at the lower Jordan River, just south of  the Sea of Galilee, access ramps 
down to the water were lined with baptismal candidates whose only similarity 
was in the white robes they wore.  
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    To my left was a group of ritually -scarred Nigerians; to my right, a group of 
Japanese believers. They walked into the waters together with the San Antonians 
who comprised my travel group.  

    Just before our group came back ashore, an 11-year-old boy who was 
travelling without benefit of a spiritual leader asked our tour's pastor to baptize 
him as well. 

    An unforgettable memory of my "trip of a lifetime" -- seeing male and female, 
young and old, people of every race baptized into one body: granted equal 
standing by their belief in the Lord who created and redeemed them.
